from the Second Organ Symphony  arr. Ellen Jane Lorenz 

 

Less overtly polyphonic than the First, the Second emphasises tone-colour: ‘Widor,’ says 

Near (1991), ‘seems to be taking the listener on a timbral tour of the organ’, with each 

movement featuring ‘fresh combinations’ of sound. The 1901 re-labelling of the 3/4 first 

movement—from Prélude to Præludium circulare—would appear to have been a gesture 

drawing attention to the petit labyrinthe harmonique trajectile of the music: mirroring a 

tradition from the early sixteenth century onwards, including Beethoven and Chopin in 

the generations preceeding Widor, it begins and ends in the tonic but en route orbits 

chromatically through the keys.

THE FIRST LESSON: Exodus 1:8-2:10 (please be seated) 

 

Now a new king arose over Egypt, who did not know Joseph. He said to his people, 

“Look, the Israelite people are more numerous and more powerful than we. Come, let us 

deal shrewdly with them, or they will increase and, in the event of war, join our enemies 

and fight against us and escape from the land.” Therefore they set taskmasters over them 

to oppress them with forced labor. They built supply cities, Pithom and Rameses, for 

Pharaoh. But the more they were oppressed, the more they multiplied and spread, so that 

the Egyptians came to dread the Israelites. The Egyptians became ruthless in imposing 

tasks on the Israelites, and made their lives bitter with hard service in mortar and brick 

and in every kind of field labor. They were ruthless in all the tasks that they imposed on 

them. 

The king of Egypt said to the Hebrew midwives, one of whom was named Shiphrah and 

the other Puah, “When you act as midwives to the Hebrew women, and see them on the 

birthstool, if it is a boy, kill him; but if it is a girl, she shall live.” But the midwives feared 

God; they did not do as the king of Egypt commanded them, but they let the boys live. So 

the king of Egypt summoned the midwives and said to them, “Why have you done this, 

and allowed the boys to live?” The midwives said to Pharaoh, “Because the Hebrew 

women are not like the Egyptian women; for they are vigorous and give birth before the 

midwife comes to them.” So God dealt well with the midwives; and the people multiplied 

and became very strong. And because the midwives feared God, he gave them families. 

Then Pharaoh commanded all his people, “Every boy that is born to the Hebrews you 

shall throw into the Nile, but you shall let every girl live.” 

Now a man from the house of Levi went and married a Levite woman. The woman 

conceived and bore a son; and when she saw that he was a fine baby, she hid him three 

months. When she could hide him no longer she got a papyrus basket for him, and 

plastered it with bitumen and pitch; she put the child in it and placed it among the reeds 

on the bank of the river. His sister stood at a distance, to see what would happen to him. 
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The daughter of Pharaoh came down to bathe at the river, while her attendants walked 

beside the river. She saw the basket among the reeds and sent her maid to bring it. When 

she opened it, she saw the child. He was crying, and she took pity on him, “This must be 

one of the Hebrews’ children,” she said. Then his sister said to Pharaoh’s daughter, 

“Shall I go and get you a nurse from the Hebrew women to nurse the child for you?” 

Pharaoh’s daughter said to her, “Yes.” So the girl went and called the child’s mother. 

Pharaoh’s daughter said to her, “Take this child and nurse it for me, and I will give you 

your wages.” So the woman took the child and nursed it. When the child grew up, she 

brought him to Pharaoh’s daughter, and she took him as her son. She named him Moses, 

“because,” she said, “I drew him out of the water.”

After one of her 

main collaborators, William Bradbury, died in 1868, she met William Howard Doanne , a 

wealthy, businessman, inventor, and Christian. Doanne knew about Fanny’s prolific 

hymn writing and traveled from his home in Cincinnati to her home in New York City 
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where they met for the first time. Theirs became a long and productive friendship; she a 

lyricist, and he a composer. There was such respect and professionalism between them 

that he referred to her as “Mrs. Crosby“ and she to him as “Mr. Doanne.”

Dear Pastor Amanda, 
 
It’s been over a year since my last visit to Hong Kong, and wow have things changed! 
When I last visited in early 2022, I had to quarantine for five days before worshipping 
because of COVID. It made me reflect on the challenges and struggles we all went 
through during the pandemic. In some ways it brought us together – remember all those 
Zoom calls in March 2020? – but in other ways it pushed us farther apart. Schools were 
shut down, we couldn’t see our friends, our travel plans got cancelled, and millions of 
people (maybe even you) got sick.  
 
I spent some time at a Buddhist temple called Chi Lin to pray and reflect about it. It’s a 
gorgeous building surrounded by flowers and small bridges over a little creek – an oasis 
amongst the skyscrapers that dominate Hong Kong. Most people here are either 
nonreligious or Buddhist, but the temple is open to anyone looking for some quiet amidst 
the hustle and bustle of city life. 
 
Inside the temple I met a 12-year-old girl who had looked like she was crying. It turns 
out she spoke English, as well as Cantonese, the language spoken by most Hong 
Kongers. Like so many people, she lost a family member – her grandmother – to 
COVID. She told me how her parents checked her out of the hospital to recover at their 
house, only to discover that she didn’t get better.   
 
She was almost about to cry again before I noticed her pause, as if remembering 
something. Then her eyes brightened a bit. “It was awful to see my Po Po like that,” she 
said. “But during those last few days, I was able to sit and just be with her. I was able to 
say goodbye, knowing that she would still be with me even after she died. And for that I 
am grateful.” 
 
Believe me, Amanda, when I say it turned out to be me the one crying in that temple! 
We’ve all been through so much loss over the past few years but it is my hope and prayer 
that we all carry the spirit of that little girl with us as we give thanks for who and what 
we have around us. Hong Kong has been a source of such hope for me, and it is my wish 
that you all feel that hope as well, even halfway around the world.
