Judas Maccabaeus (HWV 63) is an oratorio in three acts composed in 1746 by George
Frideric Handel based on a libretto written by Thomas Morell. The oratorio was devised
as a compliment to the victorious Prince William Augustus, Duke of Cumberland upon
his return from the Battle of Culloden (16 April, 1746). The first performance took place
on 1 April, 1747 at the Royal Opera House, and Judas Maccabaeus became one of
Handel's most popular oratorios.

Did you know St. John’s has a team of pilgrims who travel every week to the very places
we pray for in the Anglican communion? Follow John as he shares a little bit about the
church and the places he visits:

Dear Pastor Amanda,

By the time this letter gets to you, you’ll know who won this year’s women’s World
Cup, which is a massive soccer tournament that has been played over the last month. |
wish | could fast forward in time, because as | sit here in London, the air is absolutely
crackling with excitement and anticipation for this year’s soccer —known here in
England as “football” — tournament final.

The Lionesses, as the English women’s team is known, beat World Cup host Australia
to make it into the final match and the stakes couldn’t be higher. Neither England or
Spain, its opponent in the final match, has won a World Cup, but you can tell both sides
are doing their best to make sure they bring their A game.

It’s a very busy time, and it’s easy to get swept up in the hype and crazy atmosphere
surrounding each game. But as | walked to a football party last week, I picked up a
newspaper with the headline, “Record number of households rely on food banks.” It
was a useful reminder that despite all the celebration, a lot of families are hurting right
now and struggling to make ends meet. It might seem silly that a country as rich as
England would have so many people struggling to put food on the table, but the gap
between the rich and the poor has grown in recent years. The Anglican Church — which
is what they call the Episcopal Church over here — is a member of the “Church Action
on Poverty” group that’s focused on what causes poverty and how we can help others.

I spent time with a local youth group at a soup kitchen earlier this week and was
constantly reminded of God’s presence in our everyday work, from cutting vegetables
for soup or serving people as they came up for seconds and thirds. | even found God
calling me to try something called “blood pudding” — don’t ask me about that! |
reflected on the compassion and understanding of the people towards complete
strangers at this soup kitchen and smiled, thinking of the opportunities presented to me
as | travel the world. For now, though, my thoughts turn to the big soccer match this
weekend and the friendly competition that brings together friends and family across the
country. Cheerio!
