King Herod heard of Jesus and his disciples, for Jesus’ name had become known. Some 
were saying, “John the baptizer has been raised from the dead; and for this reason these 
powers are at work in him.”

But when Herod heard of it, he said, “John, 
whom I beheaded, has been raised.” 

For Herod himself had sent men who arrested John, bound him, and put him in prison on 
account of Herodias, his brother Philip’s wife, because Herod had married her. For John 
had been telling Herod, “It is not lawful for you to have your brother’s wife.” And 
Herodias had a grudge against him, and wanted to kill him. But she could not, for Herod 
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feared John, knowing that he was a righteous and holy man, and he protected him. When 
he heard him, he was greatly perplexed; and yet he liked to listen to him. But an 
opportunity came when Herod on his birthday gave a banquet for his courtiers and 
officers and for the leaders of Galilee. When his daughter Herodias came in and danced, 
she pleased Herod and his guests; and the king said to the girl, “Ask me for whatever you 
wish, and I will give it.” And he solemnly swore to her, “Whatever you ask me, I will 
give you, even half of my kingdom.” She went out and said to her mother, “What should 
I ask for?” She replied, “The head of John the baptizer.” Immediately she rushed back to 
the king and requested, “I want you to give me at once the head of John the Baptist on a 
platter.” The king was deeply grieved; yet out of regard for his oaths and for the guests, 
he did not want to refuse her. Immediately the king sent a soldier of the guard with orders 
to bring John’s head. He went and beheaded him in the prison, brought his head on a 
platter, and gave it to the girl. Then the girl gave it to her mother. When his disciples 
heard about it, they came and took his body, and laid it in a tomb.

Dear Pastor Amanda, 
 
Travels north have brought me to the Emerald Isle, a small country with a big 

presence at the global scale. My letter will be brief since I received word that your 

youth recently traveled to this same land and likely has more to share than I. No doubt 

hearing the tales from the mouths of young people invigorate the imagination more 

than a weary, yet grateful traveler.  

 

Still know that I am thankful to spend time among the provinces of Armaugh and 

Dublin, wherein the eleven dioceses lie. Though this country known for its pubs 

(Slainte!) and literary culture (think Oscar Wilde, James, Joyce, and contemporary 

author and screenwriter, Sally Rooney), its history holds division. There is comfort to 

know the presence and vitality of the Church of Ireland maintained unity across wider 

society and varied political jurisdictions. Perhaps a lesson is here for us as the search 

for peace, understanding, and truth continues across the globe. A reminder that your 

church family and God's never ending love is what remains true.  

 

In the event that the youth and their leaders were remiss in sharing the more trivial 

wonders of Ireland, here are a few of my favorites I have learned this past week.  

 

Ireland boasts (though not nearly loud enough): 

-Largest number of red haired people of any country in the world (approx 10%) 

-The first Halloween celebrations, beginning here over 2,000 years to celebrate the 

end of summer 

-Being the only country in the world to have a musical instrument as its national 

emblem 

-(my personal favorite) Winning the most titles of the annual Eurovision Song 

Contest (actually, tied with Sweden for a total of seven wins each!) Feeling like 2025 

may be Ireland's year to regain a clear lead as its last victory was in 1996.
