Remember that at one time you Gentiles by birth, called “the uncircumcision” by those
who are called “the circumcision” —a physical circumcision made in the flesh by human
hands— remember that you were at that time without Christ, being aliens from the
commonwealth of Israel, and strangers to the covenants of promise, having no hope and
without God in the world. But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been
brought near by the blood of Christ. For he is our peace; in his flesh he has made both
groups into one and has broken down the dividing wall, that is, the hostility between us.
He has abolished the law with its commandments and ordinances, that he might create in
himself one new humanity in place of the two, thus making peace, and might reconcile
both groups to God in one body through the cross, thus putting to death that hostility
through it. So he came and proclaimed peace to you who were far off and peace to those
who were near; for through him both of us have access in one Spirit to the Father. So then
you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are citizens with the saints and also
members of the household of God, built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets,
with Christ Jesus himself as the cornerstone. In him the whole structure is joined together
and grows into a holy temple in the Lord; in whom you also are built together spiritually
into a dwelling place for God.

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St. John’s Traveler Letter:
Did you know St. John’s has a team of pilgrims who travel every week to the very places
we pray for in the Anglican communion? Follow John as he shares a little bit about the
church and the places he visits:

Dear Pastor Amanda,

Following more than a ten hour plane flight from Dublin, I find myself in the beautiful
country of Japan. Nippon Sei Ko Kai, A82/A%%, also known as Anglican Episcopal Church of Japan
has 32,000 members across eleven dioceses and over three hundred church and chapel congregations
spread across the country.

Once | landed in the Land of the Rising Sun, | traveled from the airport in Tokyo by train to
Hakodate in the north. Hakodate is located on the southern end of the island of Hakkaido, the “neck of
the dragon,” The travels took over 5 hours but allowed me to see much unspoiled Japanese landscape
of mountains, forests, and coastlines. The people of Japan hold a significant spirituality in their rural
areas which are dotted by temples and shrines in the midst of nature.

Once arriving in Hakodate at nightfall, I climbed closer to the heavens by boarding an aerial
ropeway gondola to approach the 1,000 ft summit of the town's namesake mountain, an inactive
volcano. The view was 8. % %¢ I 9 72 (breathtaking) and is understandable how it ranks in the top
three finest nighttime views in the world! (FYI - The others are Hong Kong and Naples) Hakodate is
also home to the Fort Goryokaku, a star-shaped (yes, really) Western inspired fort, now home to a
park, moats, and cherry blossoms. In the morning, | visited a St. John's church with such interesting
architecture. | thought you might enjoy seeing a St. John's structure across the Pacific pond. No need
for air conditioning upgrades here as the weather is in the mid 70s in the middle of July.

It has been a privilege to learn more about the missions of Nippon Sei Ko Kai as the members
I met are generous humans who sponsor schools, hospitals, and social welfare institutions supporting
those experiencing discrimination and oppression. We are likely more similar than different from our
NSKK church friends.
