On the night before he died for us, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had
given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is
my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.”

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them,
and said, “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for
you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the
remembrance of me.”

Therefore, according to his command, O Father,

We remember his death,
We proclaim his resurrection,
We await his coming in glory;

And we offer our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving to you, O Lord of all; presenting to
you, from your creation, this bread and this wine.

We pray you, gracious God, to send your Holy Spirit upon these gifts that they may be
the Sacrament of the Body of Christ and his Blood of the new Covenant. Unite us to your
Son in his sacrifice, that we may be acceptable through him, being sanctified by the Holy
Spirit. In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us
to that heavenly country where, with St. John all your saints, we may enter the everlasting
heritage of your children; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the
head of the Church, and the author of our salvation.

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St. John’s Traveler Letter:
Did you know St. John’s has pilgrims who travel the very places we pray for in the
Anglican communion? Follow John as he shares about the church and the places he visits:

Dear Pastor Amanda and friends,

Muli Mutya (hello to all), from Murchison Falls National Park in northwestern Uganda. |
know you like being outdoors, hiking, and exploring rivers, lakes, and waterfalls, so you
would love Uganda. Murchison Falls, also known as Kabalega Falls in the native
languages, is listed as the most powerful waterfall in the world! They tell me the
equivalent of 200 bathtubs of water rush through a gorge no more than ten feet wide
every second.

Uganda is peaceful these days, as we approach the 150th anniversary of Christian
missionaries' first arrival here. The early years were difficult and, in fact, within the first
ten years many Anglican and Roman Catholic priests were persecuted and murdered.
They're remembered today as the Martyrs of Uganda, among a population that is now
80% Christian.

Just as our friends in Lancaster, our friends here are preparing for Christmas - Sekukkula.
| should say they're already happily into the celebrations of Christmas. Families gather
from near and far, as the focus of Christmas in Uganda is being together. Christmas trees
are cypress trees, and they're decorated with fresh flowers and colorful paper ornaments.
I've been showing some children how to cut paper snowflakes, and even though few have
ever seen snow they like seeing the designs as the papers unfold. The main church
services won't be on Christmas Eve, but on Christmas morning. The Nativity story will
be told, and the spirit of Hope renewed. New clothes will be bought and worn for the
first time on Christmas morning. Songs will be sung, loudly! And then families will be
together for a feast well into the night. 1 hope you have wonderful, and wonder-filled,
gatherings with your family and friends.
