Dear Pastor Amanda, 

 

People sometimes ask if I get tired of traveling. The surprising answer I give is that, 

despite the constant change of scenery, much of what I do remains the same week 

after week and month after month. I have the privilege to meet people all over God’s 

creation and work with them to make the world just a bit of a better place. 

 

Two years ago, the Church of the Province of South Africa voted to allow women to 

become priests for the first time. Here in the bustling city of Blantyre in the African 

nation of Malawi, I’ve spent the week with the first female seminarian studying to 

become a priest in this country.  

 

Her name is Manisha – Isha for short – and it’s been an absolute pleasure to get to 

know her. She grew up in a smaller city called Zomba, about an hour north of 

Blantyre in the middle of the jungle. She grew up next to an elephant sanctuary and 

would spend weekends fishing on Lake Chilwa. Unfortunately, you may also know 

her hometown as one that still prohibits women from becoming priests, even though 

the overall Church now allows it. 

 

I asked Isha if that bothered her. She was quiet for a minute before responding. “It 

used to,” she said. “But I realized in the end, that doesn’t matter. God has called me to 

this, even if the people back home haven’t heard Him yet.” She plans to return home 

after she’s ordained, even if they still don’t allow women priests, and do what she can 

to help who she can. 

 

It’s moments like this – changes like this – that remind me of the beauty in what I do. 

As we get closer to Easter, I hope you find moments like this as well.
