Now in Joppa there was a disciple whose name was Tabitha, which in Greek is Dorcas.
She was devoted to good works and acts of charity. At that time she became ill and died.

When they had washed her, they laid her in a room upstairs. Since Lydda was near Joppa,
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the disciples, who heard that Peter was there, sent two men to him with the request,
"Please come to us without delay." So Peter got up and went with them; and when he
arrived, they took him to the room upstairs. All the widows stood beside him, weeping
and showing tunics and other clothing that Dorcas had made while she was with them.
Peter put all of them outside, and then he knelt down and prayed. He turned to the body
and said, "Tabitha, get up."

Did you know St. John’s has a team of pilgrims who travel every week to the very places
we pray for in the Anglican communion? Follow John as he shares a little bit about the
church and the places he visits:

Dear Pastor Amanda,

Kon'nichiwa from Japan! Hello from the Land of the Rising Sun! As the school year
begins to wind down for kids and youth of all ages in Lancaster, | was lucky to be
here in Japan for Children’s Day this past Monday.

For hundreds of years, Japan has used this day to wish children happiness in the year
ahead. Kids have the day off and fly kites shaped like carp fish to bring themselves
good luck. To celebrate, they eat a sweet dessert called sticky rice and decorate
samurai dolls and helmets.

Earlier this week, | attended a midweek church service run almost entirely by youth.
While they had very little official training, it was clear these children had paid
attention during church and were able to read the lessons, deliver the sermon, and
lead prayers for the entire congregation. It reminded me of Jesus as a boy in the
temple, no older than 12, talking and asking questions of religious leaders three and
four times his age. We have much to learn through the eyes of our youth!

We finished the church services with a rowdy game of baseball between this parish
and the one across town. While they didn’t have hot dogs, I did have takoyaki for the
first time, which I only learned later was fried octopus balls. Not bad!
