Dear Pastors Amanda and Joe, 

 
Whether we're traveling around the world, around our neighborhood, or within our 
home we're often reminded of the question, "where did you see God today?"  In some 
respects the answer will change depending on what we were looking at or looking 
for.  When I look for God in my travels I find it helpful to let go of my past and 
where I already think I'll find the Holy.  Such has been my week in Nigeria.  You'll 
see in the news that sub-Saharan African churches are among the fastest growing in 
the world, measured by the number of baptized members.  The Church of Nigeria 
(Anglican) counts almost more members than any other province in the world, second 
only to the Church of England.  However, the Anglican churches here do not profess 
many of the things I grew up believing, and yet, God is here.   
 
The church in Nigeria is at the center of the GAFCON movement, rejecting many 
European and "western" positions of theology they consider too liberal.  For instance, 
they don't allow women to be priests or bishops, and have rejected the primacy of 
Canterbury.  The recent news is the churches of the GAFCON movement have not 
officially left the worldwide Anglican Communion, but the threads holding us 
together are thin.  The Catholic Church experienced the "Great Schism" in the late 
1300's, when there were two Popes.  We're not there, just yet, but I think there's 
something to learn from that history of different peoples in different parts of the 
world with different circumstances and life experiences traveling on their own life 
journeys, and looking for God along the way.  Have you experienced raising a child 
in your traditions while demonstrating your beliefs, to have that child grow and move 
on to their own traditions and beliefs?  Or maybe each of us was that child.  English 
missionaries under the Archbishop of Canterbury planted Church of England 
Anglican traditions and beliefs here in 1842.  In the almost 200 years since, the 
Church of Nigeria has developed its own traditions and beliefs, and reclaimed its 
indigenous culture.  Just think of the changes in the Episcopal Church over the past 
200 years.  If a church is growing, it will most likely be changing.  As I travel, if I'm 
only looking for God in all my usual places and forms and beliefs I'm likely to miss 
the image of God that my hosts are worshipping.  We are one family, but we are not 
all the same.  Not a melting pot, but a tapestry. And God is here.
