Dear Pastors Amanda and Joe, 

 

Namaste from India! 

 

This week, I write to you from the inside of the magnificent St. Thomas’ Cathedral in 

Mumbai. It’s hard to picture just how large this city is – I’ve been here for nearly a 

week and I still am getting lost everywhere I go. It’s one of the biggest and most 

dense cities in the world, with colonial buildings sitting side-by-side modern glass 

skyscrapers. 

 

It’s no surprise that St. Thomas’ is grand, and the strength and good works by the 

people who live and worship here are no different. I was greeted at the Cathedral not 

only by the Anglican bishop at St. Thomas, but also by Christian leaders from across 

India, including Methodists, Presbyterians, and others. Unlike most other dioceses, 

the Church of North India brings together Protestant churches under one roof. While 

there are slight differences in each tradition, we have plenty more in common and 

everyone seems to get along well. 

 

After meeting everyone, we made the short walk from St. Thomas’ to a small 

restaurant for lunch that served us vada pav (spicy potato fritters) and pav bhaji (a 

vegetable curry). Pav bhaji in particular has become one of the most popular street 

foods in all of India, and you may have had it at an Indian restaurant in the United 

States. 

 

To wrap up my time in India, I played in the Diocese’s annual sunset cricket 

tournament last night. For those who don’t know, cricket is sort of similar to baseball 

but can last anywhere from a couple hours to several days. It’s the most popular sport 

here in India and I loved seeing everyone gather together, regardless of 

denomination, and cheer their team on. In this constantly changing world, I hope you 

find your own thing – cricket or otherwise – that brings you closer to those around 

you in celebration.
